Don’t forget to....

This is a reminder that the Kansas No-
Call Act is a state law that allows Kan-
sas residents to register their home tele-
phone number as being “off limits” to
certain types of sales calls. Any tele-
phone solicitor that calls a telephone
number on the list after the enforce-
ment date for that phone number is
subject to civil penalties of up to
$10,000 per violation.  For more in-
formation on the types of calls that are
prohibited or allowed or if you wish
to be on this list, you may register
on the internet at
WWW.DONOTCALL.GOV or call
toll free 1-888-382-1222.
